Program:  Dennis Guiser – Hold Harmless Funding
Dennis explained the State’s latest change in funding for our schools.  In 1999 the state enacted the Hold Harmless Funding Structure – which allowed 86 districts to get this funding.  The plan now is to phase out this funding program, thereby reducing the amount of money the state will provide these districts over a three year period.
Currently Winthrop Harbor gets $750,000 of their budget from the Hold Harmless Funding program.  Next year they would get only $325,000 and the year after it would be cut in half again.  The school district based their budget on having these funds available and anticipated being debt free in four years, however without this funding they will be deeper in debt.  The general consensus at the state level is the local taxpayers need to foot the bill for education not the state.[image: image3.png]
