Help Everyone Attain Repairs Today - The program in 08 had 10,000 volunteers in 36 cities helping at Senior Centers, Day Care Centers, Community Centers, and homes, etc doing necessary repairs.  The program’s goal is to have a work week in every state.
Students and adult volunteers give up a week of their summer vacation, sleep on the floor, eat cafeteria food and live in cramped quarters.  It costs each volunteer $305 to participate.  The money is earned through fundraising, individual dollars and community support.
