Our South African joint project is underway.  The South African club has received their money and we will be getting monthly updates.  They have also received an additional 50,000 Rand from a local organization and the donation of a 40 Foot container which will become the computer room.

We received very sad news this week.  Our Exchange Daughter Nozipho Ngwendu passed away February 23, 2009.  Below is a letter to our Club from Andrew Gomez at Zion Benton Township High School whose wife was related to Nozipho.
Dear Illinois Beach Sunrise Rotary Club

It is with deep sadness that I regret to inform you that on February 23, 2009, Nozipho Ngwendu unexpectedly passed away in Cape Town, South Africa; she was 22 years old.  Nozipho attended Zion-Benton Township High School in 2003 as a Rotary exchange student.  She graduated from ZBTHS and returned to South Africa.  She completed her education there as a secondary school student.  She spent her first year after high school attending a night school program in an effort to strengthen her academic skills as she was not pleased with her results.  She also held a job and volunteered in the health care facilities in that area.  Nozipho then entered the Cape University of Technology.  In April 2007 she completed an intense program in Dental Hygiene with excellent academic results and went to work for the South African Defense Forces. She recently was one of only two promoted in that capacity. She had also developed quite an interest in serving the health needs of her community and nation.  Nozipho had recently become engaged to marry a young man in South Africa and plans were underway for an April wedding.

I will keep you informed as we learn additional details on the tragedy.  At this time we cannot be completely certain of a great deal, but hopefully will be able to answer more questions in the future.  It’s a challenged to find the right words to summarize the situation; but I recall a quote from Leo Buscaglia, a former University of California professor whose words I certainly feel today.

“What does it matter that we taught this child to read and to write and to spell; and to do all of those things which we deem as essential? If we never taught her the dignity and worth of her own being; so that she could easily take it.  Reading, writing and spelling are only important when they serve to make our students more humane.”

I’m not certain that this is the most fitting quote, but it’s the one that keeps playing for me.  One thing that is certain, her story will always be one of those highlights of this community.  Space does not allow me to list all of the people and organizations like your own that gave wonderful opportunities to someone whose family and nation could not provide.  I believe we’ll always regard it as a good news story.  I still see the freezing little girl along Lake Michigan, the princess going off to the prom and the self confident speaker telling her story to a captivated audience.

We know that you join us in expressing our heartfelt condolences to her family who greatly trusted us with the care as well as education of their daughter for one year of her life.

Teta Menuzzo representing he Lake County Adult Learning Connection  based out of the College of Lake County and the Waukegan Library told us about the literacy initiatives through their group. They have approximately 135 Volunteers with an average age of 54 and predominately females.  They can use additional volunteers, money and in-kind services.

Read – Learn – Grow.  Each alone is a simple word, yet many adult readers find it difficult, to write or pronounce these words.  At the Lake County Adult Learning Connection, they focus on working with adults to improve their basic reading, writing or math skills.

Improving Literacy is a major goal of Rotary International and our District.
